“We started advertising for volunteers and have been overwhelmed by the response of
support from CRC staff. Once the staff talked to their family and friends about the
show they also offered their support and we are now up to 80 members helping with

the show, either on stage or as a helper.
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“It has been a great experience because it has brought several Academies together
and it has also allowed us to have a laugh and get to know each other in a social way.

“We cannot cure these teenagers but what we can do is help give them a better quality
of life by helping Teenage Cancer Trust to build the new teenage cancer unit at
Addenbrooke’s Hospital.”

The show runs for one night only on Friday, 9 July, at 7pm at Cambridge Regional
College in King’s Hedges Road. Interval drinks and snacks are available and generous
sponsors have provided a wide range of raffle prizes. Tickets cost £10 and all
proceeds go to Teenage Cancer Trust to support the new ward at Addenbrooke’s
Hospital.

The charity estimates that, with the 15 units they currently have around the UK, only
half of all young people diagnosed with cancer now have access to the dedicated,
specialist support they provide. Teenage Cancer Trust’s aim is to build enough units
so that every young person will be treated on one.
