Learner Guide to using the BKSB Online Initial Assessment System
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1. Open up Internet Explorer by double clicking this icon on the desktop 

2. In the address bar at the top of the page type www.bksbonline.com
3. In the box shown enter your username as your 8 digit student ID number (ask your tutor if you don’t know this) as your username and your home postcode as your password.
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4. When you have logged in you should see the screen below:
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5. Click on the bksb assessments link that is shown in the picture above. You will then see the following screen:
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6. Click on the link for Literacy Assessment or Numeracy Assessment – your tutor will tell you which assessment you need to do. The assessment screen should then open. If it doesn’t, you will see the message shown below:
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Just click the link shown to start the assessment if it hasn’t opened automatically.

7. Follow the onscreen instructions to complete the assessment. When you have finished you will see the results screen – print a copy of this and give it to your tutor.

If you have any problems, ask your tutor for help.
